Yesterday I had a conference with the menbers
of Student Council. We dlscussed the reaction of the
student Dody to the Japanese attack on America, The
menbhars of the Counceil stated that wany students are
unduly excited on the one hand or unduly depressed on
the other and sxpressed the belief that the members of
the faculty can help them vlew the situatlion calwmly and
8id them 1n avoiding hysteria and discouragement. It 1s
their belisf {the Student Couneil) that a bit of wise
counsel and friendly guldance will go a long way to help
the students inrough their pressnt bewllderment.

They said, rfoo, thet many students have been
glved to thelr radics since Bunday noon and that thelr
clasawork preparation has suffered. The Councill nopes
that under the circumstances the wembers of the facultly
will not hold the students too strictly to agcount.

I sgree with the members of the Student Council
that we should da what we can, ecach in his own way, to
help the students through this difficult periocd and
adjust themselvea to the new state of affalrs wlth vhich
they find thewmselwes confronted.

The President of the United Statez has urged agil
college men to continue thelr college work until cslled
for other duty, as the need of the future will be far
trained meh and qur regources of trained men may De
inadequate. I think we can endorse the Fresident's ples
in our conversations with the students and 1n our talks
with them as groups. Your cocperatlon in this matter
will ve greatly aprrecizied.
